Update on existing activity and resources in Wales 

· CCW has 10K for BAP work in addition to funds for this year.  Bids required, especially for rivers and work other than surveys.

· Pond Conservation is developing a web-based tool for pond data. (RG)

· Potamanthus surveys: More than 4K required for Riverfly Partnership bid for Environment Wales funding. DR to send outline to RT for possible CCW funding and investigate link to pond conservation work.

· Environment Agency have a delivery programme and are always looking to develop collaborative delivery projects for their BAP priorities.

Glastir Progress
THE gave an update on Glastir targeting for Water Quality & Water Quantity. EAW and CCW had produced target areas based on guidance agreed in the autumn. This prioritised action on WFD water bodies where a diffuse nutrient or water level problem could be demonstrated, with the following priorities:

· Protected areas and SSSIs with 2015 deadline (mainly lakes and wetlands)
· WFD water bodies with 2015 deadline

· Protected areas with 2021 deadline

· WFD water bodies with 2021 deadline
