	Maintaining the extent of the habitat

Actions required to set targets here include:

1.Identifying the extent and location of the total habitat resource;
The list of main categories for brownfield sites should be amended as follows:

1. Extractive sites (sand and gravel quarries, limestone quarries, granite/rhyolite quarries and slate quarries)

2. Docks and sea defences

3. Demolition and derelict sites (including derelict railways and roads)

4. Colliery waste sites

5. Landfill sites

6. Metal contaminated sites

2.Defining the substrate types upon which Mosaic Habitats occur;
(Not too many types as this could get over complicated)

3.Identifying the extent and location of sites on each substrate type;
4. Identifying individual sites which are important for continuing management.
Pete to redraft the paper to state that we should be looking at the habitats on a regional basis.

Improving Condition

Actions required to set targets here include:

1.Defining the desired extent of Mosaic Habitats in Wales;
2.Calculating the proportion of the total habitat that is self managing;
3.Identifying the sites which will benefit from management, rather than being sacrificed to succession or human development.
Pete to add a paragraph here defining favourable condition of open mosaic habitats and  priority as in some cases other habitats would take priority.

Extending the Habitat

Actions required to set targets here include:

1.Defining the desired extent of Mosaic Habitats in Wales;
2.Calculating the extent of new sites which will be required to replace those which will become unsuitable through succession and human development.
Pete to add a paragraph with examples such as mining landfill sites.

Restoring habitat

Actions required to set targets here include:

1.Defining the desired extent of Mosaic Habitats in Wales;
2.Defining the desired location of Mosaic Habitats on different substrate types across Wales;
3.Identifying areas deficient in Mosaic Habitats on the desired substrates;
4.Identifying suitable sites for restoration within areas of deficiency.
Pete will adapt the paper and circulate and bring it up at the BAP Chairs group.

1. We need resources for pulling together guidance for the management of OM habitats on previously developed land, this would need to be a desk study.

2. Resources needed  to discover the extent, location and condition of existing Open Mosaic Sites.

Jan will be puting in a bid for CCW funding (16-20k) for the group to find the information base, defining extent and location of the habitats. (Collating existing GIS layers and looking at aerial photos, OS maps, Phase 1 data,remote sensing data and local knowledge).

Steve to send the link to the Welsh Assembly Government’s GIS team.

The first priority will be the extent and location and then the second will be for the condition (species on site, stimulate invertebrate surveys).

The group won’t be trying for resources for fieldwork this year, probably next year.

Two further sources of funding should be investigated: WAG and DEFRA.  Pete will investigate these.

It was noted that the Coal Authority: would probably be covered by the duty in the NERC Act to conserve biodiversity; and might have substantial funds available to discharge that duty.  Nigel to investigate.
